l. First-Time Freshman Applicants

The University of lllinois at Springfield seeks to enroll an academically well-qualified first-year class of students who have pursued strong
college preparatory curricula while in high school and demonstrated the ability to be successful in their pursuits, both academic and
nonacademic. The best qualified of each year’s pool of applicants to U of | Springfield are admitted as space permits. Priority consideration for
admission is given to students whose applications are complete by the Priority Application filing period of September 1 through March 15
(postmark date). Admissions decisions are made, and official notifications mailed, on a rolling basis.

To be considered for admission, students are required to submit a completed application for admission, $40 non-refundable application fee ($50
for international students), official high school transcript (including grade point average and class rank, if applicable), ACT or SAT scores,
personal statement, and official college transcript(s), if applicable.

Applications are evaluated based on the following criteria:
College preparatory curricula and academic coursework
Students should pursue rigorous and challenging college preparatory curricula. Grade trends and the rigor of courses completed

throughout high school will be considered. Minimum academic coursework requirements are:

e Four years of academic English with emphasis on written and oral communication and
literature.

e Three years of social studies with emphasis on history and government (additional acceptable courses include anthropology,
economics, geography, philosophy, political science, psychology, and sociology).

e Three years of college preparatory mathematics, selected from algebra, geometry, advanced algebra, pre-calculus, and
trigonometry.

e Two years of laboratory science, selected from biology, chemistry, geology, and physics.

e Two years of one foreign language, or two years of fine arts, selected from art, music, dance, and theatre. Students may combine

foreign language and fine arts to meet this requirement. Students who are interested in being admitted to the Honor’s Program
must have 2 years of one foreign language.

o ACT or SAT scores

Personal Statement and Academic Statement

Applicants must provide written evidence of their ability to perform at a high academic level by submitting personal and academic
statements. The personal statement should discuss interests and accomplishments, including leadership and community engagement,
that are not readily apparent from academic records. This is also a place students may address any circumstances (positive or negative)
that may have affected the student’s high school. The academic statement should discuss the applicant’s career goals or academic
interests. These statements should be approximately 500-750 words and should reflect the student’s best work — structure, accuracy, and
overall quality will be considered.

Undergraduate International Applicants: English Proficiency Requirement

In addition to meeting all entrance requirements for undergraduate admissions, applicants whose native language is not English must
submit official documents which demonstrate English Language proficiency. A TOEFL score of not less than 500 (paper based) or 61
(internet based) meets this requirement, or an equivalent score from another test approved by UIS.

Admissions Decisions

Admission to the University of lllinois Springfield is competitive and the best qualified students from the pool of applicants will be offered
admission. UIS uses a holistic approach when reviewing applicant files, which means that all of the factors listed above are considered when
making an admission decision. Students who do not meet the minimum high school course pattern, but who otherwise have competitive
applications, may be admitted conditionally and required to meet the deficiency. Although letters of recommendation are not required, if submitted
by a person who can address the academic qualifications of the applicant, they will be reviewed. Students who request a review by the Honor’s
program may be asked to supply additional documents or be available for an interview.

Admissions Acceptance

Students who are admitted must formally accept the offer of admission by submitting the Admissions Acceptance form and $150 enrollment
deposit by May 1 (postmark date). $100.00 of the deposit is applied directly to first term tuition/fees and $50.00 is applied to the cost to attend
orientation. The fee is non-refundable after May 1. If, after May 1, it is apparent that enroliment demand is greater than available space, a wait list
will be implemented. Options for wait list students may include deferral of admission to the spring semester.

Il. Capital Scholars Honors Program Applicants

Students who are admitted to UIS as freshmen may also wish to be considered by the Honors Program. Applications are reviewed by the
Honors Program for admission. Additional requirements to be admitted into the honors program include:

e Demonstrated potential for creativity and leadership;
e 2 years of one foreign language (cannot replace with fine arts); and
e Letters of recommendation from faculty and/or phone interviews may be requested.
Undergraduate International Applicants: English Proficiency Requirement
In addition to meeting all entrance requirements for undergraduate admissions, applicants whose native language is not English must

submit official documents which demonstrate English Language proficiency. A TOEFL score of not less than 550 (paper based) or 79
(internet based) meets this requirement, or an equivalent score from another test approved by UIS.

lll. Freshman Transfer Applicants

Freshman Transfer students are those who have between 12 and 29 semester hours of transferable college credit. They must submit all
documentation required of freshman applicants in addition to all college transcripts. They undergo the same holistic review and decision
making process as traditional freshman applicants, with the exception that they may be admitted in any semester.

Undergraduate International Applicants: English Proficiency Requirement
In addition to meeting all entrance requirements for undergraduate admissions, applicants whose native language is not English must

submit official documents which demonstrate English Language proficiency. A TOEFL score of not less than 500 (paper based) or 61
(internet based) meets this requirement, or an equivalent score from another test approved by UIS.



IV. Transfer Applicants

Students who have 30 or more hours of transferable college credit may be admitted as transfer students. Transfer students may apply for
admission to any semester, and decisions are made on a rolling basis.

To be considered for admission, students are required to submit a completed application for admission, a non-refundable application fee, and
official college transcripts from all colleges/universities attended. Admission will be granted to students who have:

¢ At least 30 semester hours of transferable credit; and
¢ A cumulative 2.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale.

All undergraduate
majors and the teacher education minor are listed in the table below, with any separate admissions requirements specified. All references to
GPA assume a 4.0 scale. NOTE: Only transfer students are eligible for admission to online programs.
