UIS agrees to:

Waive the application for admission fee

Assign an advisor to each joint admission student

Provide a transcript evaluation each semester after receiving official transcripts
Invite students to campus events, activities, and presentations

The Student agrees to:

e Complete a University of Illinois at Springfield application

e Request official transcripts to be sent from JJC to UIS each semester

e Contact (telephone or email) the assigned UIS Academic advisor before
registering for courses at the community college



Terms of Agreement

By enrolling in the Joint Admissions Agreement, students are considered potential degree
seeking students at the University Of Illinois at Springfield. This agreement permits
general admission to the University of Illinois at Springfield, but does not guarantee
admission to certain majors, which have an additional specific requirements or capacity
limitations. To complete the transfer process to UIS from JCC, students must be in good
academic standing (a minimum of 2.0 GPA in transferable courses) and must have
completed a minimum of 30 semester hours transferable credit. UIS may refuse
admission to students selecting a course of study at JCC that is non-transferable to UIS.

*To be eligible for the Joint Agreement Plan, applicants must complete the Agreement
form and send it to the UIS Admissions Office within their first 30 semester hours of
College/University credit.
