Using  Travel or Study Abroad for Applied Study Term
Travel or study abroad as an Applied Study Term can meet the ECCE Engagement and/or Elective requirements.  This document cites important considerations and regulations.

STUDY ABROAD

· You will register for an EXL301 Project AST during the semester in which you do the travel or study experience.
· You must not use the credit received from your Study Abroad for any other categories towards your graduation requirements.

· The duration of the AST must be no less than 8 weeks. This is documented by 8 weeks of journal entries. If your planned experience is shorter than 8 weeks, you will have to do and journal some research/pre-reading before your trip; attend introductory meetings, seminars or workshops; study the language; and/or do some post-writing to extend the AST to 8 weeks.  In other words, there must be 8 weeks between your first reflective journal entry and the last.
· You must register for a minimum of two hours of credit for AST at UIS.  The number of hours you register for AST plus the hours for UNI 460 or UNI 480 (those received from UIS or the institution abroad) can add up to 6 semester hours of credit.  The AST Office will write a memo to the Registrar to arrange for your hours to be consolidated for the purpose of meeting your ECCE requirement.
· Your experience must be supervised at the site.  
· One of your objectives must relate to your major field of study.

· Your site visit can take place via a telephone conference call or Elluminate.
· A detailed plan must be in your AST portfolio before you register for the AST.
TRAVEL ABROAD

· You will register for EXL301 Project AST.
· Minimum duration of the AST must be 8 weeks. This is documented by 8 weeks of journal entries. If your travels are shorter than 8 weeks, you will have to do some research/pre-reading before your trip; attend introductory meetings, seminar, or workshop; study the language and/or do some post-writing to extend the AST out to 8 weeks.  In other words, there must be 8 weeks between your first reflective journal entry and the last.
· Your AST must be supervised.
· One of your objectives must relate to your major.

· A detailed plan must be in your AST portfolio before you register for the AST.
