GUIDELINES FOR PREPARATION OF ABSTRACTS

Submit abstracts electronically by March 4, 2011, on the website using the instructions that follow. Edit them carefully as they will be directly copied in the program, without editing. To be sure the abstracts are uniform, please use the format provided.

1. Limit your abstract to 300 words or less, without counting the title, name (or names of co-authors) and affiliation. The abstract should be one paragraph only. 

2. Include a shortened abstract for the program. This should be no more than 50 words.

3. Left-justify the text, including the title.

4. Use New Times Roman, font 12.

5. The author/affiliation information, typed in bold, should include the full name of the author(s) and their affiliations (department, school, city, state, zip code).

6. Underline the name of the presenter for both oral and poster presentations. Put an asterisk (*) behind the name of the student presenter to ensure eligibility for awards.

7. The abstract should include

a. an introduction to the topic

b. identification of significant sources or types of sources

c. a summary of the main thesis

d. a summary of the supporting points

e. the significance of the specific project
