In CLOUD 9, playwright Caryl Churchill explores the politics of sexuality and sexual identity.
Using cross-gender casting and role-doubling, she creates a satirical and stinging look at the
relationships between sexual and Victorian oppression in 19th century Colonial Africa, and 20th
century sexually-liberated London. Act I takes place in British Colonial Africa in 1880, where the
characters are subjected to and attempt to secretly resist the constraints of the rigid
Victorianism. Act Il takes place in 1980 in London, although the characters have only aged 25
years, and they have thrown off the restraints of the sexual oppression of the 19th century
Victorianism.
