Dr. Isatou Touray is a women’s rights activist and the Executeive Director and Senior Consultant for The Gambia Committee on Traditional Practices Affecting the Health of Women and Children (GAMCOTRAP).   Founded in 1984 GAMCOTRAP is the leading women’s rights NGO in the Gambia working tirelessly in the area of sexual and reproductive health and rights of women and children.  Prominent among these is the campaign against harmful traditional practices affecting the health of women and children, especially young girls.  Among the harmful traditional practices affecting women, special emphasis is given to Female Genital Mutilation (FGM) and the gender dimensions of HIV/AIDS. This campaign is undertaken through advocacy and effective social mobilization at the grassroots level in various local languages. http://www.gamcotrap.gm/content/index.php 

Dr. Isatou Touray holds an M. A. in Development Studies from The Hague, Netherlands and a Ph.D. in Development Stidues from the University of Sussex, United Kingdom. Bridging the Generations:  
A Foot Soldier for Civil Rights

African American History Month Event

Born in Silver Creek, Mississippi, Thomas Armstrong was 14 in 1955—the same year another African-American 14-year-old, Emmett Till, was kidnapped, tortured, and killed in Mississippi for whistling at a white woman. Three years later, as a student at Tougaloo College, Armstrong got involved in civil rights work. He organized black Mississippians to register to vote, despite threats on his life. And in 1961 he and three other Tougaloo students took part in the Freedom Rides, a campaign to integrate interstate buses. Though they were arrested in a whites-only waiting room before they could even board their Trailways bus to New Orleans, the so-called Tougaloo Four inspired dozens of others to make the dangerous trips.

Armstrong had an easier time than others evading the Ku Klux Klan and local officials (often the same people) because his last name was different from that of the relatives who raised him. But by 1962 the Klan had figured out who he was. He fled to Kansas City, then moved on to Chicago. Armstrong now lives in Naperville, IL  His book, Autobiography of a Freedom Rider: My Life as a Foot Soldier for Civil Rights (Health Communications), written with Natalie Bell, was published in May, 2011.

Lindsay is a nationally recognized expert and leader in the field of student rights and academic freedom.  He has been featured in many national publications including the Chronicle of Higher Education, Chicago Tribune, US News & World Report, and the Washington Post.  His syndicated column, “Ask CO-STAR” is distributed nationwide on Knight Ridder/Tribune’s College Wire Service and he is the author of the bestselling book The College Student’s Guide to the Law. Victor Cha is the Director of Asian Studies at Georgetown University and Senior Advisor at the Center for Strategic and International Studies.  Dr. Cha returned to Georgetown in the fall 2007 after public service leave from the University since 2004, serving as a Director for Asian Affairs at the White House, National Security Council (NSC).  At the NSC, he was responsible for Japan, the two Koreas, Australia, New Zealand, and the Pacific Island nations.  Dr. Cha also served as the U.S. Deputy Head of Delegation for the Six Party Talks.  Professor Cha holds the D.S. Song Chair in Asia and a joint appointment with the School of Foreign Service core faculty and the Department of Government.  He is a recipient of numerous academic awards including the Fulbright Scholarship and MacArthur Foundation Fellowships. Professor Cha also spent two years as a John M. Olin National Security fellow at Harvard University and as a postdoctoral fellow at Stanford University  Center for International Security and Cooperation.  He is the co-editor of the new Contemporary Asia Series at Columbia University Press, serves on the editorial boards of several scholarly journals and recently joined the Board of Advisors for the Center for a New American Security.

Dr. Schlund-Vials' talk examines Southeast Asian American rappers who use hip hop to politically engage, actively question, and produce knowledge about human rights abuses, large-scale disenfranchisement, and state-authorized violence. Through her study of an emergent and vibrant Southeast Asian American “return to politics” hip hop movement, she argues that these Southeast Asian American rappers are transnational cultural producers. 

Cathy Schlund-Vials is Assistant Professor of English and Asian American Studies at the University of Connecticut, Storrs. She is also the Interim Director of Asian American Studies Institute and Faculty Director of Humanities House. Confronting the Reality of Sexual Violence in the University Community

David Lisak, Ph.D., is an Associate Professor of Psychology at the University of Massachusetts Boston where he conducts and supervises research on the causes and consequences of interpersonal violence.  In particular, he has studied the motives and characteristics of “undetected” rapists – men who rape but who are never prosecuted, and the long term effects of childhood abuse in men.  His research has been published in leading journals in psychology, trauma and violence, and he was the founding editor of the journal, Psychology of Men and Masculinity.  Dr. Lisak has served as faculty for the National Judicial Education Program and the American Prosecutors Research Institute.  He conducts workshops and consults widely with universities, the U.S. military, and other institutions regarding sexual assault prevention and policies. He also serves as an expert witness in death penalty cases where issues of child abuse are pertinent.

Bonnie Jo Campbell is an award winning fiction writer who lives in Kalamazoo, Michigan, and teaches at the low residency MFA program at Pacific University. Her books include the story collections Women and Other Animals and American Salvage, and the novels Q Road and Once Upon a River.  She has received the Association of Writers and Writing Programs Award for Short Fiction, and the Southern Review's prestigious Eudora Welty prize in fiction. In 2009, her second collection of stories, American Salvage, was a finalist for the National Book Award and the National Book Critics Circle Award. 

Campbell is renowned for her compassionate, yet unflinching explorations of working class, post-industrial America, and particularly for her candid, imaginative treatment of subject matter often considered profane and/or grotesque, such as criminal violence, the physical and psychological consequences of drug addiction, and violence against women.

John will tell the story of specific resource recovery, energy and water saving measures and other actions that have had meaning in the transformation of Interface, a very successful global carpet company leading the way in Zero Waste actions.  The seven stages of sustainability will be highlighted as described by the founder of Interface the late Ray Anderson, in his book, “Confessions of a Radical Industrialist - Profits, People, Purpose: Doing Business by Respecting the Earth.”  Interface Global is on a mission to become a sustainable enterprise that is “off oil” by the year 2020. By discussing Interface’s journey toward sustainability, John will teach how other individuals and businesses can emulate their success.

John Bradford earned a degree in Mechanical Engineering in 1990 from Auburn University. He joined Interface Americas, Inc. in 1997, has held many positions, but today serves as the Chief Innovations Officer. His mission is to develop new technologies and concepts into valid business opportunities. John is focused on better connecting the product development, manufacturing, marketing and research groups to be more effective in accomplishing this goal. Recent innovations developed under John’s leadership include TacTiles, a no-glue installation method; Cool Blue, a backing line utilizing recycled carpet components; the industry’s first technology to reclaim and recycle nylon for the commercial market; and energy conversions throughout manufacturing facilities that include renewable energy and a partnership with the City of LaGrange, Georgia, to harness methane gas from the local landfill for power generation.
