Admissions
Steps in the application process

1. Apply to UIS

Contact the Admissions Office at (217) 206-6626 or 1-888-
977-4UIS or online at www.uis.edu. They will ask you to
complete forms and submit official copies of all your academ-
ic transcripts. You must be admitted to UIS before you can be
admitted to any specific program.

2. Complete MTL Personal Data Form

At the same time, go to MTL's website at http://mtl.uis.edu to
submit your personal data form (PDF). This will be reviewed
by the MTL admissions committee, in addition to your tran-
scripts.  Your PDF helps the admissions committee ascertain
whether and how MTL meets your goals, and how we can best
help you as you take online courses.

Master Teacher Leadership

Classroom teachers and others interested in improving their
teaching and leadership skills can now earn a master’s degree
through the totally online master’s degree in Teacher
Leadership (MTL).

This degree is designed specifically for those in a classroom
situation who wish to assume leadership roles in their envi-
ronments, but who do not plan to pursue supervisory
administration certification.

All activities are classroom-based, and teachers will use
reflection, research, and online discussion and projects to
advance their abilities.

The courses can be used to improve professional skills for
teachers of all levels, as a means of K-12 teachers meeting
state certificate renewal requirements of regular classroom
and special education teachers.

Two of the courses can be used as a structured aid to meet the
requirements for the National Board for Professional Teaching
Standards and/or the Illinois Master Teaching Certificate.
