Social work program 
receives accreditation 

T l ~ e  undergraduate social work 
prograln at UIS has received 
accreditation by the Council on Social 
WorkEducation (CSWE), the only 
accrediting body for social work 
programs in the nation. 

"We've asked the CSWE to 
accredit all degrees retroactively to 
include all course work from spring 
1995." said Don Yohe, professor 
en ie r i t~~sof  social work. 

Yolie added that one advantage of 
attending such a program is that an 
accredited degree is required of anyone 
who wisl~es to be licensed in t l ~ c  state. 
Anotl~er is the shortened prograln of 
study for studcnts pursuing a ~naster 's 
degree. 

"Social work students at UIS are 
people who carc about people, wllo 
want to make t l~ings better. w l ~ o  want 
to relieve suflering, and w l ~ o  want tl~cir 
work to ~ n a k e a  differcncc." said Larry 
Stonecipl~er, dcan of the College of 
Education and Hu~nan  Services.
