Ticket Exchanges 
Ticket exchanges are permitted only within the multi-date run of the same performance. Ticket buyers  
may exchange tickets within the run for a fee of $1 per ticket. Exchanged tickets must be received by  

the Ticket Office (by mail or in person) at least 90 minutes prior to the ticketed event. You may also fax a photocopy of your 
torn tickets to (217)206.6391. In many cases, you may designate any unused ticket credits as a tax-deductible contribution to 
the University of Illinois Springfield. Please ask the Ticket Office for details about specific events.  

Lost or Misplaced Tickets 
Call the Ticket Office at (217)206.6160 to have duplicate tickets printed for you and waiting at Will Call. There is a ticket reprint 
fee of $1 per ticket. Photo ID is required when picking up reprinted tickets. In the event of a double seating situation, priority 
will always be given to the holder of the reprinted tickets.  

Refunds 
Due to the mutable nature of the performing arts, programs and artists are subject to change. Refunds are given only in  
the case of event cancellation or date change.  

Infants and Children 
All patrons, regardless of age, must have a ticket for entry, including small children and infants. For infants ages two and 
younger who will not be using a seat of their own in the Auditorium, an Infant Pass is available from the Ticket Office.  
Our Ticket Office staff will be happy to answer any questions you may have regarding child-appropriate performances.

Latecomers 
Sangamon Auditorium reserves the right to hold late seating based on the artist’s preference, or until it is determined  
that late seating will be the least disruptive to the artists and our audiences.
