· Use of additional power sources (ie. generators) must receive prior approval by Student Life. 
· No throwing items from the vehicles/float.  Candy and giveaways must be handed out.
· You must adhere to the line up assigned, no passing.
· No alcohol will be permitted on-site and intoxicated individuals will not be allowed to participate
· Due to safety regulations no smoking on the parade route
· All vehicles must be driven by a licensed driver
· UIS assumes no responsibility or liability for damage to parade vehicles/floats/persons or damage caused by them

· Basic civility, as with all campus activities, is expected

· The Parade Committee has the right to disqualify an entry based on lewdness, vulgarity, inappropriate behavior, or failure to follow guidelines.
