RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF STUDENT ACTIVITY FEE FUNDS

(Last updated: 7/18/08)

Student activity fees at the University Of Illinois At Springfield must follow these policies:
Inter-Club Council Board policies
1) Any event not open to the general UIS student community

2) Materials purchased for resale (including supplies/ingredients to create items for resale), in excess of cap
3) Cameras or other non-consumable equipment 

4) Funding for events which have already occurred (no retroactive funding is allowed).

5) Computer hardware and software with exception of blank computer disks

6) Products/supplies intended for individual use, rather than for student organization purposes

7) Memberships, dues, private lessons, or salaries 

8) Receptions & dinners exclusive to that organization (except for meeting refreshments–see #25)

9) Food that exceeds $20 per person

10) Personal clothing, unless reusable gear or considered integral to the production of an event

11) Letterhead, official stationery, or business cards

12) Subscriptions to journals or publications

13) Monthly service charges for telephone use 

14) Clothing (over $15 per unit)

15) Devotional materials

16) Meeting refreshments in excess of $30 per meeting

17) Funding in excess of $500 per event (except under special circumstances)

18) Requests that conflict with other major campus events

19) Film or film processing

20) Payment of debts & expenditures from previous fiscal year (except under special circumstances)

21) Purchase of alcoholic beverages, tobacco, drugs of any kind

22) Purchase of lethal weapons or ammunition

23) Illegal activities or supplies

24) Classes or activities that could reasonably be expected to be funded by academic units

25) Financial support, donations, and/or contributions of any kind

26)  Payment of elected or appointed student leaders

27) Trophies, awards, flowers, or gifts
28)Instruction and/or coaching fees directly promoting individual certification/recognition
