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Abstract:

This project describes the process for developing an audit program to be used by an information technology auditor for the review of a computer incident, intrusion, or emergency response (CIRT/CERT) activity.  The literature review included standards and guidelines from the Information Systems Audit and Control Association (ISACA), control objectives from Control Objective for Information and Related Technology  (COBITTM), and numerous CIRT/CERT publications from Carnegie Mellon Software Engineering Institute.  A peer review of the initial CIRT/CERT audit program was requested and the results include in the master’s project.
