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Abstract: 

Academic advising is a time consuming task required of most faculty and is a critical factor in student retention on most college campuses.  Course prerequisites, All College Requirements and off campus study program combine to make academic advising a complex task in terms of strategic long range planning (White 1990)

Principia College Computer Science Academic Advising System (PCCSAAS) consist of Dbase, ExSys-Pro, and C++. PCCSAAS, and expert system prototype, was developed to demonstrate the effectiveness of an automated academic advising system. PCCSAAS has demonstrated the capability of detecting complex scheduling conflicts and assisting students in working through possible solutions prior to meeting with their advisor.
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
