e. Greg shared that fundraising ideas for remainder of the year included Bake Sales, increasing involvement in the Silent Auctions, and charging small fees for selected brown bag sessions. 

f. Teresa complimented/thanked Mae and Greg for their work at organizing the Holiday Party and further commented that APAC members were more proactive in their districts in requesting donations.
