Subrecipient Disclosure of Financial Conflict of Interest 

Public Health Services (PHS) Sponsored Research
According to the PHS Financial Conflict of Interest (FCOI) regulation (42 CFR Part 50 Subpart F), it is your obligation to disclose your Significant Financial Interest (SFI).  The regulation applies to you, your spouse, and dependent children who are directly related to the research that you are conducting in collaboration with the University of Illinois at Springfield.   Enclosed with this notice are a Subrecipient Financial Disclosure Form and the Disclosure Form for Travel Related to PHS Sponsored Research.  In addition to the disclosure the regulations required that all investigators and key personnel involved in the design, conduct, and analysis of PHS-funded research complete training related to Conflict of Interest.  

Disclosure must occur:

· Prior to the submission of the application for funding;
· Within thirty (30) days of discovering or acquiring (through purchase, marriage, or inheritance) a new SFI; and,
· At least annually during the period of the award*.   

*The date of the annual discloser requirement is governed by University of Illinois procedures.

The training must be completed prior to engaging in research related to the PHS-funded award and once every four years thereafter.  Access to the training and documentation of completion of training is at:
