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Your Role: Brainstormer; Facilitator; Recorder; Reporter; Timekeeper
Step 1: Roundtable
(10 minutes)

Tables 1, 3, 5: Students’ Objections to Online Collaboration

Tables 2, 4, 6: Instructors’ Objections to Online Collaboration

Within each table, a Brainstormer identifies an objection aloud and the Recorder writes it on worksheet.  Repeat this process for each Brainstormer.

The Facilitator makes sure that group members stay on task.

The Timekeeper keeps track of time.
Step 2: Pass a Problem
(10 minutes)

 The Facilitators of Tables 1 and 2 exchange worksheets; The Facilitators of Tables 3 and 4 exchange worksheets; The Facilitators of Tables 5 and 6 exchange worksheets.

The Reporter reads first objection aloud; All members of each table discuss a response; The Recorder writes the table’s response on worksheet.  Repeat the process for each objection.

The Facilitator makes sure that group members stay on task.

The Timekeeper keeps track of time.

Step 3: Stand Up and Share 
(15 minutes)

Reporter for Table 1 reads one objection and response from his or her group’s worksheet.

Proceed to next odd-numbered table, around the room, and repeat.

Same procedure for even-numbered tables.
