Summary Position Descriptions and Requirements
General Requirements:

Candidates for elected Student Government positions must meet certain requirements, and if elected, must continue to meet these requirements for the duration of their term(s).  Students elected or appointed to any position on the SGA are required to have and maintain a cumulative 2.5 GPA (undergraduates); 3.0 GPA (graduates) for all courses completed at the University of Illinois Springfield, except for first-year students, who do not have any credit (0 credit hours). 

Members of the student body who serve the on the Student Government Association or represent the student body by appointment of the SGA to campus or university committees must maintain at least half time status at the time of appointment/election through the duration of their term in office. Half-time status is defined in the SGA constitution as being enrolled for a minimum of six (6) hours as an undergraduate student, or for a minimum of four (4) hours as a graduate student. Students who are in their final term of study and are completing only courses required for graduation are exempted from the half-time status requirement.

SGA Senators:

Senators are elected to represent various constituencies and are required to maintain contact with the groups they represent and consult with them on issues of importance. All Senators are required to serve on at least two governance committees; to attend Bi-weekly Student Government meetings and participate in SGA sponsored events and activities. 
Interim positions are temporary positions resulting from a vacancy or a lack of a candidate in the previous election. They are filled through the appointment process. Selected candidates will hold the position until the next election (either September or April) at which time the position will be listed on the ballot and a permanent candidate will be elected. Current Interim positions include:
Interim Graduate Student Senator, who must be actively pursuing a graduate degree at the University of Illinois at Springfield.
