Leadership Demonstrates leadership through formal or informal
role on campus by motivating, persuading, and
developing common purpose among others that
promotes change while also engaging in skill
development to improve oneself and their peers.

Connection Engages in opportunities to develop the awareness
and support throughout campus for military
connected students. Supports opportunities for
military connected students to connect with one
another while supporting the integration of military
connected students into the campus at large.
